3.1 Define policy, goals, and strategy in information and digital technology in line with the policies, directions,
and business strategies of PTT Oil and Retail Public Company Limited ("OR") and the OR Group (companies in which OR
is a major shareholder and have the authority to formulate the company's policies), as well as formulate policies related to
Cyber Security Standards.

3.2 Supervise the operation of information technology and digital technology to create consistent value with the
needs of the business and in line with the Cyber Security Standards.

3.3 Supervise and support the implementation of Digital Risk Management in accordance with OR’s Enterprise
Risk Management.

3.4 Consider, review, and provide opinions on Digital Master Plan and Roadmap, Digital Work Program Budget
before presenting to the authority.

3.5 Define and review Data Governance Policy, Data management as well as prioritize the needs related to Data
Governance operation to create Digital Driven Organization under the consistency of the regulations.

3.6 Supervise of the data management including Data Architecture & Data Model, Data Quality, Data
Integration, Data Security and Privacy, Metdata Management, Master Data Management, Data Modelling in accordance
with the business.

3.7 Continuously support Data Governance in OR’s operations as well as manage the Data Values for
maximization of efficiency.

3.8 Consider, review, and manage information presented on media that might have positive or negative impacts
on OR to ensure the fact, right direction, and up to date.

3.9 Provide monitoring Personal Data Breach incidents which might affect OR’s reputation.

3.10 Support the Data Protection Officer to prepare the Data Protection report for the relevant agencies.

3.11 The Chairman is authorized to establish committee and instruct other departments to declare documents
according to the above authority and duties.

3.12 The Chairman take a position of the Chief Information Security Officer (CISO) to supervise information
security works as well as create consistent value with the needs of the business and in line with the Cyber Security
Standards. The responsibilities as the following;

3.12.1 Define Information Security Policy according to NIST Cyber Security Framework to ensure the
confidentiality, integrity, and availability of OR’s information.

3.12.2  Conduct Risk Management by identifying, evaluating, and managing potential Cyber Security
Risk that might arise to become Risk Appetite.

3.12.3  Consider and Define cyber-attack protection policy to prevent Cyber Attack Incident and support

Computer Security Incident Response Team (CSIRT).



3.13 Responsible for other duties as assigned by the Chief Executive Officer.
No. 4 Directors are responsible for reporting progress to the OR Management Committee (ORMC) at least in every 6
months as appropriate.
